Giiney Afrika Glimrak Birligi (SACU), 11 Aralik 1969 tarthinde Giiney Afrika, Botsvana, Lesotho,
MNamibya ve Svaziland arasinda imzalanan giimriik birligi anlasmasi ile olusturulmus ve 1 Mart 1870
tarihinde yiirlirliige girmistir.

Tarihi 1910 yilina kadar dayanan ve dinyadaki en eski giimrik birligi olan SACU, 2002 yilinda
akdedilen ve 1 Temmuz 2004 tarihinde yiirdirlige giren yeni SACU Anlagmasiyla dnemli degisikliklere
ugramistir.

SACU iilkeleri iginde Giiney Afrika ekonomisi en gii¢lii ekonomi olup, SACU'nun toplam GSYiH’sinin
yaklasik %9011 Giiney Afrika ekonomisi teskil etmektedir. Botsvana haricindeki diger SACU iiyeleri
ayni zamanda Ortak Para Bdlgesi Gyesidir.

Giiney Afrika Kalkinma Toplulugu {SADC):

1980 yilinda kurulan Glney Afrika Kalkinma Topluluguna, Giiney Afrika 1994 yilinda lye olmustur.
Gliney Afrika Kalkinma Toplulugunun diger Gyeleri Angola, Botsvana, Demokratik Kongo Cumhuriyeti,
Lesotho, Madagaskar, Malavi, Mauritius, Mozambik, Namibya, Svaziland, Tanzanya, Zambiya,
Zimbabve'dir. SADC'nin sekretaryasi Gaborone, Botsvana’dadir.

SADC kapsaminda, lye Glkeler arasinda belirli bir takvim siiresi igerisinde tarifeler ve tarife disi
engellerin kaldirilmasi, glimriik birligi tesis edilmesi ve en nihayetinde 2016 yilina kadar ortak para
birimine gecilmesi amaclanmaktadir.

Afrika Birligi (AU):

Afrika Birligi 2002'de kurulmus olup, 52 ilke dyedir. Avrupa Birligi'ne benzer yapisi ve hedefleri
vardir. Gine'nin itlkedeki darbe nedeniyle, Madagaskar'in ise lilkedeki politik kriz nedeniyle iiyvelikleri
durdurulmustur. Eritre de Somali’'deki Radikal islamcilara destek verdikleri séylentileri iizerine
AU’nun Birlesmis Milletler'e tedbir alma cagrisi lizerine kendi Gyeligini askiya almistir. Birlige iliskin
onemli kararlar yida iki defa yapilan genel toplantilarda alinmaktadir. Sekreteryasi Etiyopya'nin
baskenti Addis Ababa’dadr.

Fas Afrika Birligi'ne Uye olmayan tek Afrika tlkesidir. Fas Afrika Birligi'nin kurulusuna temel teskil
eden Afrika Birli§i Organizasyonu lyesi iken, 1984 yilinda gruptan gekilme karar almistir. Fas'in bu
karari aralarinda gerginlik ¢tktiginda birgok dlkenin S$ahravi Arap Demokratik Cumhuriyeti'ni
desteklemis olmalari nedeniyle almistir.
